room during the examination ;

examination;
v, commits or attempts any acts of dishonesty, or the abetment of such acts.

5. A student who commits or attempts any acts of dishonesty, or the abetment of such acts, would be awarded a zero
mark for that paper.

Borrowing of Stationery
