Attire & Appearance

4, The school takes a serious view of any dishonesty, including the following:

ii. has in his/ her possession within the examination premises any unauthorised equipment or device;
iii. communicates or attempts to communicate with any other student/person inside or outside the examination

room during the examination ;
iv. obtains or attempts to obtain or offers assistance on the examination material (e.g. copying) during the

examination;
V. commits or attempts any acts of dishonesty, or the abetment of such acts.

5. A student who commits or attempts any acts of dishonesty, or the abetment of such acts, would be awarded a zero
mark for that paper.

Borrowing of Stationery
